1.  Nancy was told that the query row limitation was going away in 3.0, and in the feature preview they said that it was going away in 4.0.  Which is it?
a. Caroline: In 3.0, we’ll have the option to add an additional key to the web.config file to make this change
i. They key is “AdHocQueryMaxRecordsDefault”
ii. It will allow us to see more results in the query results, and also more results will be exported.  We want to be careful about the max value we set, but can make it more than 500.
b. In 4.0, this will happen without changing the web.config file.
2. Nancy: Has the conversion engine for 4.0 been built and tested yet?  They won’t be able to go to 4.0 until they know they’ll be able to continue converting their offices using the tool.
a. [bookmark: _GoBack]ACTION: Caroline to follow up to get details on this.
3. Tanya: For the new rolling dates available in query, is it available to the SDK so it could be added in other places, or is it only for the datamart tables?
a. Dan: The 4.0 technical documentation references the BBDW specifically, but the code isn’t hard-coded to the DW.  If  you have a custom date dimension table, and the date fields in other tables have a corresponding DATEDIMID field joining the date field to the date dimension table, then you may be able to enable the rolling date filter option in 4.0.
