What problem are you working to address?

We want to address homelessness by providing programs and services to help homeless families during the holidays and the coming year.
How does a donation help solve this problem?

Donations fund the Center and staff and enable us to provide the following:  dormitory-style rooms for up to 50 families, three hot meals to daily, daycare for preschoolers, before- and after- school care for k – 12 students, transportation to keep school-age children in their original school, employment resource center, on-site medical care and the programs and services homeless families need to find stable housing within 3 weeks.
