You should receive a confirmation of your submission within one business day.  If you do not receive a confirmation, please check in with us.  You should receive a test message that contains your content within ten business days.

Your subject line should contain your organization’s Convio short name, the word “EOY FUNDRAISING”, and your content submission date.  For example:  “AHS – EOY FUNDRAISING – 10/26/2009”.  If you submit your content multiple times prior to a deadline, all but your most recent submission will be ignored.

Please note that if you miss your submission deadline, submit an incomplete document, or if the subject line of your email submission is not clear, production of your campaign could be delayed or canceled.

	Please allow ten business days from the date of your submission for Convio staff to process, build, and test your campaign based on the content you provide

	OBJECTIVE/OVERVIEW

	The End-of-Year Campaign asks your constituents for their financial support, stewards existing donor relationships, and generally keeps your organization top-of-mind with your constituents during the holidays.  This campaign includes:
· Two Email Appeal Messages

· One eCard Stewardship Message

· A campaign promotion on your website homepage

	CAMPAIGN THEME

	Requirements
Describe, in your own words, the theme of this campaign.  The best campaign themes are short, to the point, and can be expressed in a single sentence.  This theme should be easily woven through your entire campaign, including subject lines, calls to action, and campaign images.  If you already have an offline fundraising campaign planned for year-end, you should consider using the same theme so that your online campaign complements your offline activities.  Some examples:

· “Make them cry this Christmas” – a year-end campaign by the Paul Anderson Youth Home to promote their fundraising onions, hot sauces, and giving in general over the holidays.

· “Spread Joy to the World” – a year-end campaign by Riverwalk Jazz to promote support for their online jazz programs as a way to bring an appreciation for classic jazz to an international audience

· “Bring light into a senior's life this Chanukah” – a holiday campaign by DOROT to remind their constituents about the need to visit and support the homebound elderly during Chanukah



	“Give Hope” – a year-end campaign by BC Cancer Foundation to give hope to cancer patients, now and in the future.

	OPTIONAL CONTENT – CAMPAIGN BEST PRACTICES

	If you would like to provide detailed content for your entire campaign, please review the following best practices and provide your content in the sections that follow.
Subject Lines
Your subject lines are the first part of the email that your readers see.  A compelling appeal subject line should speak directly to both your donors’ interests and their impact.  You should vary your subject line from message to message over the course of your campaign. 

Some examples:

· Jazz to the World

· Fill Chanukah with light for our seniors

· Make them cry this Christmas

Appeal Content

The content for this sequence of messages should provide the “beginning”, “middle”, and “end” of a compelling, three-part story.  These message should answer the following questions:

· What problem are you working to address?

· How does a donation help solve this problem?

· Why is it important to give right now?

· What is the impact that a gift will have?

Keep your text copy to a minimum, and make sure that your readers know where they can go to get more information.  Examples of appeal content are available in the Booster Shot area of Convio Community.  Click here to see examples.
Appeal Call-out Text

For constituents who do not read the entire appeal message, the call-out text in the right column of the message is intended to catch their attention with a short statement about this campaign and why it is important.  Many people skim their email messages, so having a clear and concise statement increases click and make a gift.

Examples:  

“Every ten dollars you give allows us to provide one patient with a medical first aid kit”

“Every donation counts!  Our programs need your support”

Donation Levels
You can provide 1-3 donation levels which appear in the email message.  Please make sure to provide the level amount and the text to be displayed next to each amount.  These donation ask levels will be linked to a donation form with corresponding levels.  Explaining different giving levels helps your constituents connect their gift to their impact.

For example:

$20 covers the cost of providing valuable health information to 10 individuals.

$35 allows us to provide one family with flu vaccinations for their children

$50 sponsors one clinic visit for an individual who is in need
Images
Your appeal image should be resized to no more than 160 pixels wide by around 200 pixels tall.  For your eCard, vertical eCard Images should be 300px wide by approximately 350 px tall; horizontal eCard Image should be 350 px wide by approximately 230 px tall.

	SUPPRESSION LIST FOR THIS CAMPAIGN 

	Requirements –  file must be in “.csv” file format.  

Your suppression list must include these three pieces of information for each individual to be included in the suppression list:

1) First Name

2) Last Name

3) Email Address


	Suppression List Best Practices

Your end-of-year fundraising campaign is designed to be sent to your entire email house file.  If you would like to include a list of people who should be suppressed from the recipients list for the campaign e-appeals, you can send us the list by using a secure file send service via the internet. In general, unless you specifically request otherwise, we will send your stewardship eCard to your entire housefile, even if you provide a suppression list.  It is important not to send a large list of names to us via email because of the lack of security that email provides.

If you have any questions about sending a large list of names to Convio please contact getready@convio.com and we can answer any questions you might have.

Important: You do not need to send us a list of individuals who have opted out of receiving email on their Convio profile.  The Convio-powered email tools will automatically exclude individuals who have expressed a preference to be opted out of email communication.


	Suppression List Submission Instructions
When you are ready to send the list to Convio, please follow these instructions:

1. Visit http://www.sendthisfile.com
2. Set up a new account for free

3. With your new account, you will be able to securely send large files using a secure link instead of sending the file through email

4. Follow the instructions on the website to upload your file and then send the file link to getready@convio.com
5. Please contact us if you have any questions about this process
