What is the most compelling need your organization will address during the holidays?

· Provide world-class care to every child who comes through our doors, regardless of their family’s ability to pay

What is the most moving personal story you’d like to share about the work you’re doing?


Each email will focus on one child who has been in the hospital over the holidays and is now doing well

· Ryan: Ryan was born weighing 1 pound 15 ounces with a birth defect affecting his brain. “We never imagined that our family would spend 156 days and Ryan’s first holiday season in the hospital.” Ryan is now 4 years old and doing great. (Ryan’s dad tells his family’s story)  


· Daisy: Daisy was diagnosed with Leukemia on Christmas Eve 2004. She began treatment immediately on Christmas Day. She finished treatment in March 2007. She is now back in school and thriving.

· Olivia: At six months old doctors found that she had an enlarged heart. Up until that time, she was just a beautiful, babbling baby girl. When she first got sick, they thought she had pneumonia. I can still hear the emergency room doctor's comments "Mrs. Jones, she does not have pneumonia, but her heart doesn't look right."

What is happening right now or what will happen in December to make this campaign timely?

· It’s especially tough to be a kid in the hospital around holiday time. 
· By helping kids, you’re also helping families make it through the holidays. We’re not just caring for the child; we’re caring for the entire family.
· You can be part of wishing them a happy new year by donating $25 or more to buy UNO cards we’ll distribute to every child in our care. They’ll get the most requested game at the hospital, and know that they’re #1 to us.
